· Social Studies: This week we focus on charting our growing knowledge of three diverse Canadian Communities – Iqaluit, Saskatoon and Meteghan and comparing these communities with our own here in the UAE as well as our home country communities.  We will look at land forms, climate, traditions, clothing, food and historical changes.
· Maths: This week we revisit the many different ways we can represent numbers, we will have another go at number lines and skip counting, and will focus heavily on ensuring a sound understanding of ‘grouping’ numbers into tens and ones (E.g. the number 46 is made up of 4 groups of ten with 6 ones left over). · Science: Last week we investigated ‘dissolving’.  This week we experiment with ‘absorbency’ and materials that ‘repel’ liquids.
