· Sports Week: This week is sports week at CIS.  Grade 2 will enjoy a range of special sports activities on Sunday 9th.  Please send your child to school in their House Leagues colours on this day.  If you are not sure what House your child is in, or what colour they should be wearing, please drop me an email.

· Social Studies: We continue comparing our own communities with 3 diverse communities in Canada – Iqaluit, Saskatoon and Meteghan. This week we focus on landforms, weather and water sources – if, like me, you are not familiar with these places, go to our website under Learning Area, Social Studies for a brief overview). We consider how we would get to these places and what we would need to plan for if we were to visit.
· Maths: We have completed all the concepts for this unit on Understanding Numbers to 100.  We will spend this week reviewing these concepts and preparing for our small quiz next week.  This will take place on Wednesday, November 12th. Please don’t panic about these quizzes.  They make up only a percentage of the mark for each unit.  The rest of the marks come from observations in class and the overall quality of classwork.  Some teachers do not inform parents about upcoming quizzes but I prefer to let you know what’s happening so that you can chart your child’s progress or take extra steps to support your child at home.

· Science: We will review some of the concepts we have learnt so far in this unit on Liquids – like the 3 states of matter, what dissolving means (we will be making and enjoying a jelly treat to review this idea!!), solids that are absorbent and repellent, and what the attributes of liquids are.  We will also begin our investigation into pollution and why clean water is so important to us.
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week will be on plurals (adding ‘s’ or ‘es’ to make ‘more than one of’).  Our latest spelling words (List 10 – ou) are on our Spelling City website.  Go to: https://www.spellingcity.com/robynwilliams/.  We continue reading to ourselves and to others and work each week on a different project from each book. Sometimes we will draw a picture about our favourite part of the book, sometimes we will write a letter to the author or to a character from the book, and sometimes we will rewrite the ending of a book.  These guided reading projects provide a range of opportunities for us to apply our growing language skills in many different ways. Our writing prompt for this week’s journal will be: Sports Day.  Is your favourite sport Soccer or Ballet or Car Racing? Tell me all about your favourite sport and how you play it.
