· Parent Teacher Interviews will be held this week on Tuesday and Wednesday evenings.  Please see the schedule of appointments posted to the Home page of our website to confirm your scheduled time.  Please remember that there are many parents who would like to meet with their Teacher.  It is therefore important to be mindful of the 15 minute time limit.
· Social Studies: This week we take a look at the different histories of our three Canadian communities – Iqaluit, Saskatoon and Meteghan. We consider what it was about those places that made people choose to settle there, and how the land has shaped the culture and traditions of the people who still live there.
· Maths: This week we begin our unit on Addition and Subtraction to 18.  We will use all the skills and understandings we have developed about numbers so far, and will apply these skills to building addition and subtraction strategies. We start with practicing number sentences (e.g. Ingrid has ten My Little Pet Shop animals.  Her mum buys her three more. How many does she have altogether? 10 + 3 = 13).
· Science: We continue with our unit on Liquids, focusing now on the water cycle and introducing the idea that clean water is vital for all.  We will have a small mid unit quiz on Monday the 17th November, which will cover the 3 states of matter, the characteristics of liquids, surface tension and viscosity (how ‘sticky’ liquids are).
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week will be on matching pronouns (he, she, they, we, you) with their possessive adjectives (her, their, its, our, your, their).  Our latest spelling words (List 11 – air) are on our Spelling City website.  Go to: https://www.spellingcity.com/robynwilliams/.  Our writing prompt for this week’s journal will be: Parent Teacher Interviews. Write a make believe story about some parents who go to a parent teacher interview.  We will also be authors this week.  We will make and illustrate our very own books about a child who travels to different places before finally choosing the one place they like best and decide to live in.
