· Social Studies: This week we continue our investigation into the history of our three Canadian communities – Iqaluit, Saskatoon and Meteghan. We consider what it was about those places that made people choose to settle there, and how the land has shaped the culture and traditions of the people who still live there.  It is interesting for the children to see how things (like clothes, cars and houses) have changed over time.  If you have any pictures of your home town from the ‘olden days’, we would love to see them.  Also, if you are lucky enough to have a grandparent live with you, it would be so great if they would consider coming in to our class some time to talk about how their lives, and the things around them, have changed.  Please let me know if you have a relative who would be willing to do this for us!!
· Maths: This week we continue our unit on Addition and Subtraction to 18.  We are learning to apply many maths strategies to help us with these tricky skills – ask your child to tell you about ‘Fact Families’, ‘Frog-jumping Number Lines’, 

‘Doubles’ and ‘Near Doubles’, and ‘Rainbow Facts’.
· Science: Well done on last week’s Science Quiz!! This week we continue our unit on Liquids, focusing more deeply on the water cycle and the fact that the water we have now is all the water we will ever have!  We will discuss how water becomes polluted and what we can do to clean it.  We will also look at the effects of polluted water on people, plants and animals.
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week will be on homophones (words that sound the same but mean different things – like ‘their’ and ‘there’ or ‘bear’ and ‘bare’).
