· Science: The last week of school for 2014 is also the week of our first Field Trip.  We will be visiting the Volvo Ocean Race display at the Corniche. This will be a great closing activity for our unit on liquids and pollution, as well as a wonderful introduction to our next unit, which is Boats and Buoyancy. Please ensure your child has a hearty, healthy snack that will keep them full as we will be having snack at 9am and will not be returning to the school until lunchtime (between 12:30-12:40pm). 
· Social Studies: We will finalise our unit on Looking at Places in the next couple of weeks.  Our focus will be on what daily life is like for children living in Saskatoon, Meteghan and Iqaluit.  We think about the sorts of things they do for fun and what school is like for them.  We will also compare their daily lives with our own, here in the UAE.  Later in the year, we will be creating projects about children’s home countries in the past and present and will be discussing many elements of their cultures. If you find things that would help them illustrate their culture while travelling to your home country, please bring some artifacts and ideas back home to the UAE for them to share! These projects will be coming up in the springtime but it is always nice to have a head start! Some aspects of culture that we will be discussing are: food, art, clothing, stories, traditions, families, beliefs, values, language and music. 
· Maths: Keep working on your maths strategies and number facts over the break.  Our unit on Addition and Subtraction to 18 continues into the New Year as we build confidence in maths skills in preparation for a later unit on addition and subtraction to 100.  Remember that there are many activities and links on our website to help us with these tricky skills – ‘Bridging’, ‘Mental Math’, ‘Fact Families’, ‘Frog-jumping Number Lines’, ‘Doubles’ and ‘Near Doubles’, and ‘Rainbow Facts’.
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week is on creating ‘proper sentences’, which is something we have worked on a lot since the beginning of Grade 2.  In a very basic sense, a ‘proper’ sentence is one that contains both a noun (the subject of the sentence) and a verb (what happens in the sentence).  Proper sentences must also start with a capital letter and finish with an end mark (a full stop, exclamation mark or question mark).  Our latest spelling words (List 14 – ee) are on our Spelling City website.  Go to: https://www.spellingcity.com/robynwilliams/.  This week’s writing prompt for our journals will be: Our First Field Trip.
· Post Cards: We are aiming to fill the library bulletin board (called “CIS around the World”) with postcards from all the places the children travel to. If you can, please pick up a postcard to add to the display!  If you write your child’s name and class on the back they will be returned at the end of the year. 

· Book Returns: With everyone’s upcoming travels, we would like to have all library books and PM readers returned by the last day of school.
