Notes:

· Science: We have almost reached the point where we will begin construction of our own boats.  These constructions will occur during class time and will form the basis of assessment for this unit.  There will also be a small quiz.  I will confirm the date of the quiz in the next couple of days.  A study guide is attached. Ask your child if they can explain what the terms buoyancy, displacement and stability mean.  Do they know what a hull is, what a keel is for and how to load a boat with cargo so it won’t tip over? I have a cupboard full of recyclables for this project but I may need to source some more so please feel free to send in any clean recyclable items that you think might be good boat-making materials (yarn, ribbon, material for sails, sticks, cardboard boxes etc).
· Social Studies: We will finish our discussion on people who have made a difference in their communities.  If you have a book or a story about someone truly inspiring from your home community (such as Sheik Zayed for example), please send it in so we can discuss what amazing things they achieved for the people around them.  We will then move onto a deeper investigation of traditions in different cultures. 

· Maths: We continue our unit on measuring length, height, width and mass, and practice asking and answering questions based on a calendar.  Please don’t forget to keep practicing your maths facts though.  There are many worksheets and useful links on our class website.  Sumdog is also a handy resource.
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week is on alphabetical order and using a dictionary to help us with our spelling. Our latest spelling words (List 19 – /er/ - attached) are on our Spelling City website.  Go to: https://www.spellingcity.com/robynwilliams/.  This week’s writing prompt for our journals will be: Dinosaur Showdown.  Two dinosaurs are going head to head in a deadly battle.  Who will win and why?
· International Day: This is the day everyone loves to part of!  Our walk of nations is a highlight, as is the delicious international food available at stalls, not to mention the performances (2R will be presenting a Ukrainian dance for your enjoyment!).  To ensure that parents can get plenty of quality pictures of the kids without having to storm the stage, a professional photographer will be snapping pictures of each country group prior to them joining the parade. We are asking that parents look at the schedule of performances, as well as the attached map showing where the grades will be seated, when choosing their seating spots out on the field.  This will minimize the amount of movement throughout performances. Please be conscious of fellow audience members when using large ipads to take photos, or when moving around to get the ‘best’ shot.  International day begins at 11:30am. After the performances, students and parents will have until 2:45pm to check out all the cultural goodness at the stalls.  Teachers will be expected to return to class to do a final headcount before releasing students at 3:00pm. Students are strongly encouraged to remain at the school until 3:00pm.  However, if you are taking your child home early, you should inform me first, and must sign your child out on the class list provided on the door of our classroom.  For students riding busses, if you plan to take your child with you at the end of International Day, the bus and school must be advised in advance. If possible, you should let the school know the day before as this will help ease traffic at the front office on the day of the event. 
· Random Acts of Kindness: It is Random Acts of Kindness week.  All children in the school are invited to record their acts of kindness on slips of paper which teachers will join together to make one, huge chain of kindness.  The children will also be able to find a red heart with their name on it, which will be hidden around the school.  Once they find their heart, they earn a small treat!
