· It was lovely to see so many of you at the Open House last week.  As always, feel free to contact me with any questions or concerns.  I am committed to working with you to help your child achieve at their best.

· Our spelling words for this week are List 2 – silent w. Your child has marked the results for their first spelling test on the graph in the back of their Agenda.  You will find our ‘look, say cover, write, check’ sheet on our website under Key Learning Area – Language Arts.  Thank you for continuing to practice spelling words with your child.

· Please remember to send a swimming bag (labelled) to school on Thursdays and to send your child to school in PE uniforms on PE days. 

· Please ensure that you have a library bag for our library visits on Tuesday.

· Language Arts: This week we continue our focus on adding detail to our writing to make our stories more interesting.  We are learning to make sure our sentences are complete sentences and that they have the correct punctuation – capital letters at the beginning and full stops/questions marks at the end.  We are also learning how to reflect on our lives and our learning and to make and record goals for the future.
· Maths: We have been learning about patterns. We know that patterns must repeat at least three times, that the core is the part that repeats and that they have different attributes (colour, size, shape or direction).  This week we continue to focus on increasing patterns (these are patterns that grow or get bigger).  Number patterns (like 2, 4, 6, 8, 10) are examples of increasing patterns.  Patterns like this have a pattern rule to tell us how to ‘grow’ the pattern (the pattern rule in the number pattern above is +2).
· Science: In science this week we continue using our thermometers to measure things around the classroom and school.  We also discuss why temperatures are different in different places and how we can manage temperatures that are too hot or cold.
· Social Studies: We continue looking at maps and the features of maps (compass rose, borders, and legends). We will also use and design maps of our own, and will develop a better understanding of cardinal directions (north, east, south and west).
