· Our first maths unit on Patterns and Number Relations is progressing well.  I will begin assessing the students on their knowledge at the end of next week.  To this end, I am producing a Study Guide for you to work through with your child.  I will email this to you and will also post it under the Key Learning Areas – Maths on our website.  I will also post some links to other patterning activities for you.  At this stage, it would also be helpful for you to have your child practice skip counting.  You can do this in the car on the way to school or anytime.  Just have your child skip count out loud by 2’s (2, 4, 6, 8, 10, 12 etc.), 5’s (5, 10, 15, 20, 25 etc.), 10’s (10, 20, 30, 40, 50 etc.) and 20’s (20, 40, 60, 80, 100 etc.).  These are number patterns and help your child understand the relationship of one number to another.  This understanding will greatly assist them when it comes to addition and subtraction.

· Our spelling program is progressing well.  This week we look at List 3 – silent k. Thanks for helping your child succeed with their spelling.  To assist you, here is a direct link to our Spelling City word lists so your child can practice their spelling words in a fun and interactive way: https://www.spellingcity.com/robynwilliams/
· Although I try to post supporting resources to our website as often as possible, please remember that it is not compulsory for your child to complete them.  I put them there as a resource for if you want them.  They are not homework.  If I feel your child needs specific help at home, I will email you personally.  Having said that, most of what I post is games and fun so it can’t hurt for your child to have a go (
