Notes:

· In Science we are learning about temperature.  One of the assessment pieces for this unit will be an experiment where we compete to make the best insulator (thermos) for keeping water warm.  Each child will need a clean container (like an empty coffee can or large yoghurt tub).  The container will need to be big enough to hold a thermometer i.e. about 15 cm high, and preferably have a lid.  We also need something to wrap our containers in to keep in the heat e.g. felt, material, foam or bubble wrap.  If you have anything like this around your home please send it in next week.

· We are at the end of our unit on Patterns and Relations.  Our final quiz is next Monday, September 29th.  I will continue to work with the children on skip counting however, as this is a vital skill that will greatly assist your child when it comes to addition and subtraction.  Our next unit in Maths will be Numbers to 100, where we develop a greater understanding of numbers and their relationship to each other.  One of our primary points of focus in this unit will be understanding number bonds – the numbers that go together to make 10 (e.g. 8 + 2 or 6 + 4).  When we have a clear understanding of these bonds to 10, we can apply this knowledge to bigger numbers (e.g. if 8 + 2 = 10 then 68 + 2 = 70).
· I have enrolled our class in a Maths website www.sumdog.com/sch/canadian-international-school-of-abu-dhabi that contains Grade 2 level maths games and activities.  I will send home your child’s log in details in their Agenda.

· In Social Studies we will begin making our very own maps, with teacher direction.  This activity will be ongoing for a week or two and will be used as a final assessment for this unit.

· In Language Arts this week we continue with our Daily 5 focus on:

1. Reading to self (Choosing ‘good fit’ books and improving our reading stamina)

2. Reading to another (Guided reading)

3. Listening to reading (Story time)

4. Word work – spelling, phonics and grammar (this week our grammar focus is on Questions)

5. Journal writing (we continue our focus on selecting original ideas and adding interest with details and juicy words, while staying on topic)

· Our class “pet”, Blinky Blue the Koala, will be travelling home with a different student (our Student of the Week) each week.  When she comes to your home, please include her in your weekend activities, and make a story with some pictures about her adventures.  Instructions will be attached. Thanks!
