· End of Unit Assessment (Science – Hot and Cold): As some children have not yet brought in materials for their thermos making activity, I have extended the deadline for this piece of assessment.  On Wednesday, we will create an insulator (thermos) for keeping water warm.  Each child will need a clean container (like an empty coffee can, porridge can or yoghurt tub, with a lid).  We also need something to wrap our containers in to keep in the heat e.g. felt, material, foam, bubble wrap, baby blanket, scarf, denim material.  Please send in these supplies next Tuesday!!  This is an assessment piece for our unit on temperature so it is vital your child is able to take part!  There will also be a short quiz next Sunday.  I have attached the relevant study guide here, and will post it to our website.
· Math: Our new unit is Number Relationships up to 100.  We will look at numbers and their relationships to one another by studying number lines and 100 charts. We will look at numbers that come before and after any given number between 0 and 100 and will learn to use language like "more than" or "less than" to describe their position. Students will find number patterns in 100's charts by skip counting. They will learn to skip count by 2's (starting from 0 or from 1), 5's and 10's.  We will also learn the difference between odd and even numbers.  We will look at equal and unequal sets, compare and order numbers, estimate and count to 100, and use patterns in counting sequences to describe the world and solve problems. 

· Social Studies – Mapping: There will be two final assessments to mark the end of this unit.  The first requires the children to create their own maps, with a legend.  When complete, they will ask questions about their maps and will answer each other’s questions.  Their map will be created, evaluated and presented in class.  In addition, there will be a simple map reading worksheet for the children to complete.  I will send out more information about this closer to the time.
· Language Arts: In Language Arts this week, we continue to work on including punctuation in our writing.  We will also look at developing strong and concise ideas that move from general to specific in a logical progression of thoughts.  We will notice the significance of little things and events, as well as the importance of asking questions about our writing.  We will also be encouraged to illustrate our writing to capture the essence of our stories.  Our spelling words for this week are in List 5 – ph words.  Our focus in Grammar for the week will be on the correct placement of commas and speech marks in our writing.
