· Welcome back!  I hope you had a wonderful Eid break and are feeling relaxed and ready to learn until our winter holiday – how nice it is that the weather has finally cooled!  We have a fairly busy week this week and will be looking ahead to our wonderful Fall Festival on Wednesday 29th October, and report cards going home on Thursday 13th November. 

· Please remember that all students need to be reading their PM readers nightly.  They do not need to be returned to school until Monday or Thursday (depending on what day of the week they go home).  Reading and re-reading is vital to your child’s development as young readers.  Thanks!
· Cornucopia Day: As it is almost Thanksgiving in Canada, and we are learning to recognise and value the traditions of other cultures, I would like 2R to share in giving thanks for our many blessings.  I hope you will be able to send in some traditional food that our class can share at lunch time on Tuesday 14th October.  I have attached a note with more information below.

· School Photos: Our school photos are scheduled to be taken next week, on October 15th and 16th.  More information will follow.
· This week is the Book Worm Book Fair!!! There are many outstanding books for your child to fall in love with and this is an excellent chance to shop for the holidays.  Also, as it is a fundraiser for the school, your purchases will go towards adding new titles to the CIS library. The Book Fair will be held in the gym on Monday October 13th from 12:00 noon to 3:30, Tuesday October 14th from 7:45am to 3:30pm and Wednesday October 15th from 7:45am to 3:30pm. Parents are welcome at any time but I will also take our class on Tuesday. Early next week I will send home some envelopes in which you can place money for books.

· Science: We have constructed our insulating devices and had fun learning the best way to keep ourselves, our cups of tea, and winter animals, warm and toasty! There will be a short quiz as the final assessment piece for this unit on Sunday 12 October.  The study guide is attached here and is also posted to our website. We will then begin our next unit, Exploring Liquids.
· Social Studies: We continue to make our very own maps in Social Studies.  They are looking very creative!  I would really love to visit some of the places the children are designing maps for!! There will also be a map reading activity for the children to complete which will go towards their final grade for this unit. This activity will be based on one completed in class, which you can check out in their Mapping Our World booklets (I am sending these home today).  Please refer to the Reading a Map – Davis Street example. I have also attached an additional practice sheet (with answers) for you.
· Maths: We continue to work on understanding numbers to 100.  Last week we mostly focused on practicing our skip counting.  Please continue to work on this skill whenever you can. This week we will move onto ordinal numbers (e.g. first, second, third etc.), estimating, and grouping items to help us count.  Please continue to practice your number bonds/rainbow facts – numbers that go together to make 10 (e.g. 8 + 2 or 6 + 4).  See how quickly your child can tell you which combination of numbers adds up to ten!  Don’t forget our maths website www.sumdog.com/sch/canadian-international-school-of-abu-dhabi is available for your use.  Your child’s login details are in the front of their Agenda.

· In Language Arts this week we continue with our Daily 5 focus on:

1. Reading to self (Choosing ‘good fit’ books and improving our reading stamina)

2. Reading to another (Guided reading).  I will also being formally assessing the children on their reading levels in time for our first report card.
3. Listening to reading (Story time)

4. Word work – spelling, phonics and grammar (this week our grammar focus is on Exclamation marks!! Our spelling list for this week is List 6 – ea.
5. Journal writing (we continue our focus on selecting original ideas and adding interest with details and juicy words, while staying on topic)
