· Social Studies: This week we finished our mapping project.  We will share our maps with our Grade 6 Reading Buddies to see how well they can find their way around our creative communities.  Our next unit in Social Studies is “Looking at Places”.  We will develop an understanding and appreciation of how geography, culture, language, heritage, economics, and resources have shaped and changed Canada’s communities.
· Maths: Our focus this week continues with understanding numbers to 100.  We will focus on the different ways a number can be represented, will continue learning about equal and unequal sets, will learn to compare numbers (greater than, less than, or equal) and will further familiarise ourselves with number lines and 100 charts.  I have posted some supporting resources on our website for you to use.  You will find them under Key Learning Area, Maths, Numbers to 100.  Don’t forget, there is also the Sumdog website for extra maths practice.
· Science: We review the concept of Surface Tension and revisit the three states of matter.  Now that we have investigated many different types of liquids, we will experiment with mixing them to further observe their characteristics.
· Language Arts: Our grammar focus this week will be on proper nouns – these are the actual names of things.  For example, the word ‘month’ is a noun, the word ‘January’ is a proper noun (it is the name of a noun). Our latest spelling words (List 8 – soft g) are on our Spelling City website.
